1. The preparation of national energy efficiency action plans every 3 years, 

2. National indicative energy savings targets of 9% in 9 years, 

3. The important role of the public sector, particularly as a market driver.

4. Governments can impose public service obligations regarding energy efficiency on those operating in the gas and electricity sectors.

5. Creating conditions to develop and promote a market for energy services (ESCOs). 

6. Requirements on metering and billing

	Energy Using Products Framework Directive

Establishes a framework for setting Eco-design requirements (such as energy efficiency requirements) for all energy using products in the residential, tertiary and industrial sectors before they can be placed on the market. Reference: COMM 2005/32/EC 

	(EUP) Consultation Forum
	The EUP Consultation Forum will assist the European Commission to draw up implementing measures for particular product groups, as well as assessing voluntary steps made to achieve the Directive's aims. EU Member States officials and a range of stakeholder groups will be represented on the Forum.

	(EUP) Preparatory studies
	First step in considering whether and which eco-design requirements should be set for a particular product.  Preparatory studies are contracted to experts to recommend ways to improve the environmental performance of the product. Studies provide information to prepare for the next phases (carried out by the Commission) which are the impact assessment, the Consultation Forum and a possible draft implementing measure.

	(EUP) Regulatory Committee
	Committee of Member State officials (experts).who review and adopt proposed (EUP) implementing measures

	European Commission (COMM)
	The executive body (or civil service) of the European Union. Its primary roles are to propose and implement legislation, and to act as 'guardian of the treaties' which provide the legal basis for the EU.

	European Parliament (EP)
	Parliamentary body of the EU. Directly elected by EU citizens once every five years. The European Parliament has restricted legislative power. It cannot initiate legislation, but it can amend or veto it in many policy areas. In certain other policy areas, it has the right only to be consulted
